Author, consultant, advisor to three U.S. presidential administrations, assistant professor, Dr. Sabet has studied, researched, written about, and  
implemented drug policy, and has closely followed Washington State and Colorado policies related to marijuana. Dr. Sabet is the Director of the Drug 
Policy Institute at the University of Florida and an Assistant Professor in the College of Medicine, Department of Psychiatry. With Patrick J. Kennedy, he 
is the co-founder of Project SAM (Smart Approaches to Marijuana). He will present on the pending vote to legalize recreational marijuana in the State 
of California, as well as brain and cognitive issues pertaining to youth marijuana use.
